I n my opinion (and I know not everyone will agree), the Church of England General Synod has made an 

error in abandoning plans to authorise a service of 

prayers and blessing for same-sex married couples.  I 

acknowledge the pain of anyone reading this who 

thinks, as I do, that it is high time the Church cele-

brated and blessed human love and commitment in all 

its forms.  

March beckons, thank goodness.  I have daffodils and crocuses in flower as 

I write this in mid-February, my over-wintering onions are doing well, and I 

have pea and broad bean plants in the cold frame ready for the vegetable beds.  

An early Easter means that March is busy with Lenten plans.  Lent is the  

40-day period (not counting Sundays) leading up to Easter Day.  It echoes the 

40 days Jesus spent in the wilderness, a time of testing, prayer and preparation. 

Traditionally, Lent is marked by self-examination, simplicity, and sometimes 

by giving something up.  Yet, at its heart Lent is not about gloomy self-denial.  

It is about making space to pray more deeply, to reflect honestly, and to turn 

again towards God.  In the quietness of late winter and early spring, the 

hedgerows and our gardens give encouragement to allow God to bring renewal 

within us as well. 

My churches will celebrate Mothering Sunday on 15 March.  On this day  

we give thanks not only for those who have cared for us at home, but also for 

the spiritual care and encouragement we receive in our Christian lives.  Later 

in the month comes Palm Sunday, the beginning of Holy Week.  On this day 

we remember Jesusôs arrival in Jerusalem, greeted by crowds waving palm 

branches and shouting óHosanna!ô.  It is a joyful Sunday but leads towards the 

events of Maundy Thursday and Good Friday, when we are reminded of how 

quickly human enthusiasm can falter.  The good news of Easter, when it 

comes, is that the steadfast love of Christ remains. 

To help us journey through this season, I shall be offering a two-session 

Lent course on Matthewôs Gospel, which is advertised on page 18 in this 

magazine.  Whether you are new to faith, returning after some time away, or 

simply wishing to reflect more deeply, you would be warmly welcome.
